	MY IDENTIFIED NEEDS AND HOW TO SUPPORT ME WELL
John has social and communication issues, he is non-verbal but can point and take adult by the hand to what he needs or wants. He prefers solitary play – but will play alongside other children. He needs to be supported by using visuals and signing. Adults need to give him time to process when they speak to him. They need to use reduced language. He needs some 1:1 support for transitions and when in a larger group as he does not like to be in groups. He does not like loud noises it upsets him. When he gets frustrated he may throw himself on the floor and cry – if you offer him his favourite blue car he will calm down. Once calm you can then try to find out what he wants using visuals and gestures etc. let him keep hold of his car until you understand what he wants or needs then you can take the car from him and put it away again.
When his eczema is itchy he will scratch until he bleeds so he needs the adults to be aware and to administer his cream as soon as they see him scratching.
